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MINUTES OF THE 
EAST COVENTRY TOWNSHIP PLANNING COMMISSION 

MEETING HELD ON SEPTEMBER 17, 2008 
(Approved October 15, 2008) 

 
The Planning Commission held their monthly meeting on Wednesday, September 17, 2008.   
Present for the meeting were Harold Kulp, Roy Kolb, Walter Woessner, Kathryn Alexis and N. 
Lance Parson.   Also, present was Marjorie Brown of Wisler Pearlstine, LLP, Township Solicitor 
and Brady Flaharty of ARRO Consulting, Inc. Township Engineer. 
 
Mr. Kulp called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and the pledge was recited.   
 
Mr. Kulp moved to approve the agenda.  Mr. Kolb seconded the motion.  The motion carried 
with a 5-0-0 vote. 
 
CITIZENS COMMENTS 
There were no citizen comments. 
 
1. MINUTES 

Mr. Woessner moved to approve the second draft minutes of the August 7, 2008 workshop 
meeting as presented.  Mrs. Alexis seconded the motion.  The motion carried with a 5-0-0 
vote.   
 
Mr. Woessner moved to approve the second draft minutes of the August 20, 2008 monthly 
meeting as presented.  Mr. Parson seconded the motion.  The motion carried with a 5-0-0 
vote.   
 
 

2. 88 WELLS ROAD LLC 
Bereth Graeff of Beatty Lincke, counsel for the applicant, was present. 
 
Mr. Woessner referenced SALDO Section 419.2 found in the waivers list and noted that 
Section 1305.D.2 of the Zoning Ordinance also addresses paving and curbing of parking 
areas. 
 
Mr. Woessner noted that the ‘4 indoor field hockey courts’ should be ‘3 indoor field hockey 
courts’ in the project narrative provided. 
 
Attorney Brown suggested because hockey is an unfamiliar use, the gravel overflow parking 
may not be sufficient during tournaments and recommended the consideration of monitoring 
the parking usage and needs for a year or two in case more needed to be added.  Attorney 
Graeff noted the parking calculations have been looked at and will also be addressed at the 
preliminary and final stages.

Gail Brown, Chair of the East Coventry Township Historical Commission, provided an 1883 
map for view and noted the canal bed.  Ms. Brown recommended the applicant contact the 
PHMC. 
 
Mrs. Alexis moved to recommend sketch plan approval of the 88 Wells Road project in 
accordance with draft resolution dated September 10, 2008 as amended.  Mr. Kolb seconded 
the motion.  The motion carried with a 5-0-0 vote. 
 
Amendments being add the following conditions to Section 4: 
 
2. The applicant shall comply with any requirements resulting from approval of the 

Conditional Use Application. 
 
3. The applicant shall comply with any requirements resulting from the Zoning Hearing 

Board granting the special exception request. 
 

3. FREIGH SUBDIVISION 
There was a review of Component 4A of the sewage facility planning module for the Freigh 
Subdivision.   
 
Attorney Brown recommended that because an alternative on-lot system is being proposed 
causing more potential for failure the developer provide an Operations and Maintenance 
Agreement, give the township the right to inspect and repair and provide an escrow of 
$2,500.00. 
 
Mr. Woessner moved to approve the Freigh Subdivision sewage facilities planning module 
with the condition that an Operations and Maintenance Agreement is provided to the 
satisfaction of the Township Solicitor and the Township is granted the right of entry and right 
to inspection and establish an escrow of $2,500.00 for use for the Township to make repairs 
if owner fails to do so.  Mr. Parson seconded the motion.  The motion carried with a 5-0-0 
vote. 
 

4. BITTERSWEET ON SCHUYLKILL LLC 
Mr. Woessner noted that there is a lot of land in the high water table. 
 
Page and George Gowen of Sanatoga Road inquired who they would contact if they had 
problems with their wells and Mr. Flaharty noted they may contact Jeff Myers at the Chester 
County Health Department and also the Township Manager. 
 
Attorney Brown recommended another lot be designated for open space with the possible 
potential to be dedicated to the Township for possible farm lease. 
 
Mr. Woessner requested the effective ordinances be placed on the plan.  It was recommended 
this information be required on the subdivision and land development application form and 
have the applicant fill in such information. 
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Mrs. Alexis moved to accept review of the Bittersweet on Schuylkill LLC major subdivision 
plan dated August 26, 2008.  Mr. Kolb seconded the motion.  The motion carried with a 
5-0-0 vote. 
 

5. CREEKVIEW 
There was a brief review of the Creekview plan last revised August 12, 2008.   
 
Mrs. Alexis moved to recommend approval of the amended final subdivision and land 
development plan for Creekview in accordance with draft resolution dated September 17, 
2008.  Mr. Woessner seconded the motion.  This includes re-identifying the Sewer Easement 
on Lots 10, 22 & 12 as a trail easement.  The motion carried with a 5-0-0 vote. 
 
ADDITIONAL ITEMS BROUGHT BEFORE THE COMMISSION 
 
Proposed Ordinance No. 148 
There was a discussion regarding the proposed Ordinance No. 148.   
 
Mr. Woessner inquired about the size differentials of the tributary streams and also inquired 
how high tide is determined.  Mr. Woessner noted that the items the Planning Commission 
had previously were found in the proposed ordinance. 
 
Mr. Woessner moved to recommend approval of Ordinance No. 148.  Mr. Parson seconded 
the motion.  The motion carried with a 5-0-0 vote. 
 
88 Wells Road, LLC Conditional Use Application 
Mr. Kulp moved to recommend approval of the 88 Wells Road, LLC Conditional Use 
Application.  Mr. Kolb seconded the motion.   The motion carried with a 5-0-0 vote. 

 
Additional Items Brought Before Board 
There was a brief discussion regarding Memo WJW 80911 containing SALDO information.  
The Planning Commission will have a workshop meeting on October 2, 2008 to discuss 
SALDO items. 
 
The next monthly meeting is scheduled for October 15, 2008.

Mrs. Alexis moved to adjourn the monthly meeting at 9:00 p.m.  Mr. Kolb seconded the 
motion.  The motion carried with a 5-0-0 vote.
